
Pre Commissioned Fire Appliances. 
  
Dennis Fire (NZ) are the suppliers of a range of imported fire appliances suitable for use 
in rural communities. These vehicles have been supplied to the New Zealand Fire 
Service (33) and others to various District Councils with Rodney DC taking four in repeat 
orders. 
 
Generally speaking all appliances available carry 1800 litres of water. Some have inbuilt 
foam systems. In addition most if not all have air-operated lighting towers with 110v 
lights powered by an inverter. New Zealand wiring regulations require us to change 
these to 240v and power them by a portable generator (not supplied). Appliances are 
fitted with battery chargers, generally electrically powered auxiliary air compressors for 
the braking system and sometimes engine heating systems. All of these are changed to 
meet NZ wiring regulations and a Electrical Warrant of Fitness issued . 
 
The vehicles under offer include Mercedes 1124 AF 4x4 fire appliances. These are ideal 
for a rural fire force looking for an appliance that will carry a full crew along with 
1800litres of water and a significant amount of equipment. Fire appliances selected 
come from a UK fire authority with good vehicle maintenance standards and have 
traveled only moderate mileages. The appliances have automatic transmissions and 
Godiva fire pumps from 2200lpm capacity. Standard practice includes overhauling the 
high pressure side of the pump with stainless steel components prior to importation. This 
ensures a long pump life and considerably enhances pump performance. 
 
 

 
 
 
These are ideal in a situation where risks include structure fires, motor vehicle accidents 
while giving off-highway capability.  
 
 
 



We also have available  Dennis Sabre and Rapier fire appliances . These are extremely 
suitable for larger rural communities with more of an emphasis on structure fires, motor 
vehicle accidents and the general range of non-fire emergencies. 
 
 

 
 
 
 
These feature stainless steel cabs, Cummins “C” series engines and Allison 
transmissions. The locker body features extensive use of slide out and tilt trays and 
baskets. There is also provision for the carrying of a large portable pump, portable 
generator and heavy rescue equipment. There are BA brackets for 4 firefighters across 
the rear of the cab
